Please give us your feedback- what was good, what needs to be improved or replaced, etc.? These TSTC schools will continue to be taught every other year, so we need to know what to do to make them better and better. What you cannot change are the facts that:

a. Each school must contain material on electronic structure theory, statistical mechanics, and dynamics. Schools may also contain material on a particular “topical” subject (e.g., as Geoff provided this year).

b. The schools must remain schools, not workshops. For example, there will never be a school on protein folding or ion-molecule reactions or soft-matter theory; these are “topical” subjects. The emphasis on always having basic ideas in electronic structure theory, statistical mechanics, and dynamics covered is much of what makes them schools and not workshops on any particular topic.
